Clearwater Campground Rules

ALL guests must register at the office on weekends, including holiday weekends and guests of
our campers must pay $3.00 per person or $5.00 per car. We discourage visitors from bringing
pets to the campground.

Check in is at 2:00 and check out is at 12:00. Leaving later than 12:00, must be approved
through the office, and there may be a charge. And if you come in earlier than 2:00, your site
may not be ready. Always best to call and check.

All units are parked facing the road!

Quiet time is from 10pm to 8am. All minors are required to be back at their sites during these
hours. At this time, we respect other campers and keep your noise levels down.

We do allow 1 outside pet per unit, unless otherwise approved by management. They must be
picked up after, ANYWHERE, on the campground property. They must be on a leash at all
times, when outside (any outside pet, not just dogs) , We do not allow pets to be left outside
unless someone from your party is at the RV. Pets are not allowed on the beach

Pets are NOT allowed at the cabins.

Golf carts are allowed. Golf carts can only be driven by licensed drivers. All golf carts must
show proof of insurance before driving.

All sites are allowed one camping unit and two vehicles. Tents are not allowed on a lot with a
camping unit, unless approved by management.

Speed limit is 5 MPH. Please help to protect our kids and pets by adhering to the speed limit.
Camp fires are permitted in fire rings only, Cutting trees is prohibited. Firewood is available for
sale at the camp store. Firewood from the outside is discouraged. We must keep our own trees

safe from disease.

Trash is not picked up. Trash dumpsters are located by the animal barn. Please do not put your
trash in the containers at the rec hall. You are responsible to keep your site clean.

Swimmers under the age of 12, must be accompanied by an adult. Beach closes at dusk. SWIM
AT YOUR OWN RISK. No lifeguards are on site.

Fishing is allowed anywhere on the lake, except at the beach. Please adher to the “catch and
release” rules. We have docks to fish from and rowboat rentals at office.

Please keep your cars and belongings within your site area. Extra vehicles can be parked in our
parking lot. Your site area is in front of, and between your electrical post and the next one. That
includes your slideouts.

Fireworks, firearms or weapons of any type are not permitted in the park.
